Individual AT HOME Practice! With auditions coming up 
soon these are very important!"
"

In order for our program to remain successful as it has for the past 
49 years, every student must practice at home on a consistent ba-
sis. Here are tips: 
 

  Find somewhere quiet. This seems too obvious for words; you 
will not only be far less likely to succumb to all sorts of distrac-
tions, but entering a special practice area - whether it’s a certain 
room or just a corner of the living room - will help prepare you 
mentally for this very particular kind of work. Mindful intention is 
everything, and having the ritual of going to the same place every 
time can help set that intention. 

  Technology can be an amazing aid — as long as you don’t 
spend too much time futzing with it. Three free or low-cost apps 
that I have on my phone and iPad: a metronome, a tuner, and a 
timer, which are all essential tools for practicing. And I always 
have my phone with me (see above). 

  Begin with the end in mind: Have a goal for each practice 
session before you start playing. Just playing through your 
music isn’t the same thing as practicing. Before you start, think: 
What do I want to accomplish today? If you’re not sure what you 
need to focus on, ask your teacher for a few concrete goals to 
work toward before the next lesson—and write them down so 
that you can refer to them during your practice sessions.

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  Map a practice session out like a workout. Lots of musicians start with a few actual stretches and breath-
ing exercises before they pick up their instruments. Even if you don’t go quite that far, here is a pretty com-
mon scenario: start with scales as a warm-up, to loosen up your muscles and get your brain thinking about 
technique. Then move on to the “working” part where you analyze and try to solve problems. Finally, cool 
don by improvising or revisiting some music you already know well. 

  Practice smarter, not necessarily longer. You’ll probably accomplish a whole lot more in a short amount 
of time if you have a very focused objective—and science tells us that we have a limited amount of willpower 
to draw upon anyway.  So make the most of the time you have. Say you are having trouble with two very 
tricky measures. Set your timer for a short period (like 5 or 10 minutes), and then work just on one problem 
in as many ways as you can—break it down into even smaller and more manageable bits, go super slow, try 
to play the passage backwards, change the rhythm, whatever. If that trouble spot is still giving you agita, 
then make yourself a mental note to come back to that section again tomorrow. Chances are it will be much, 
much easier the next time around.  

  Don’t always start at the beginning every time. Remember what I said about maximizing your time and 
your willpower? This. It can feel really good to hear yourself playing the beginning of a piece beautifully, but 
you may wind up wasting the limited time and energy you have. (Also, it leads to performances that start 
strong, and then, well, wilt.) 

  Challenge yourself—physically. Especially if you’re trying to wrestle down an element that you find prob-
lematic, scientific researchers say that if you add a physical challenge to the difficult task, such as trying to 
play that part while standing on one leg or while walking, your brain is likely to start carving out new neural 
pathways—and the original task will be easier when you return to just doing that. 

  Practice away from your instrument. Many musicians use visualization in the same way that athletes do: 
They run through their music without touching their instruments. Try bringing your music along with you 
(either on paper or a mobile device) when you know you’ll have some downtime, such as during a car or 
train ride, and read through the piece silently. 

  Reward hard work—in positive ways—to help your brain automate good habits. That sounds like out-
and-out bribery, but again, science! Finding something that your brain likes helps it remember the “habit 
loop,” writes Charles Duhigg, author of The Power of Habit.

   As the end of the school year approaches, the uniform committee is preparing to begin another great year. Along with 
that, please help us by making sure your student returns all assigned pieces of their concert uniform. 
 

   Our “prom tux rental” is happening right now. Forms are found on the doors of the uniform room. Please turn in money 
and signed form in the second envelope on the doors by Wednesday, April 18th so I can get things ready and set aside. 
 

   Welcome to the upcoming freshmen and their families to the Grissom Band Family! We are looking forward to working 
alongside you.

   Summer Band Uniform: Each band member is required to have a pair of Khaki shorts, White tennis shoes and 
White Socks to wear with their band t-shirt during the first few football games. The t-shirt will be distributed before the 
first football game. The shorts need to be knee length. Start looking for these items as they become scarce as we near 
football season. The white tennis shoes need to be worn for all practices. This uniformity of color allows the directors to 
more easily see and correct marching issues during practice. 
 

   Uniform Fitting: This will take place the week of Pre-Band camp. Each class will be assigned a specific time for fittings 
which will be announced and posted at the beginning of Pre-Band camp. Please make every effort to be fitted during 
your designated fitting time.  All new marchers will be required to order a pair of black marching shoes at the cost of     
approximately $32. Veteran marchers who have outgrown their shoes can order new shoes at this fitting. Please check 
to see if they still fit! Black crew socks (NO low cut socks!!!) will be needed to wear with the contest uniforms. Black 
gloves will be sold before the first performance and every game thereafter. 
 
   Volunteering to Work with Uniforms: No sewing experience is necessary but is helpful. There are many opportunities to 
help during fittings and throughout the year that require no sewing, just workers. This is also a great way to meet the rest 
of the band “family”. I am looking for someone who would be willing to take over the dry cleaning responsibility during 
football season.
